The political science major offers a program of study that leads to 
careers in government at the city, state, or federal level, or in the 
foreign service. It also opens career paths in local, national, and 
international organizations, the legal profession, lobbying, secondary 
or university teaching, as well as the opportunity to continue your 
education in graduate or law school.
