International students are a growing population at Capital University. We welcome you to apply for IEP only, or for 
IEP with conditional admission to an undergraduate academic program. 

 

www.capital.edu/esl 
We encourage you to plan ahead and submit your application and all the required admission materials early. This is 
important so that the correct immigration forms can be prepared and sent to you. 
Below is information about the application process. After we have received all the necessary documents, you will 
be sent an acknowledgement of the application by email. Once admitted, you will receive a letter of admission and 
further instructions. If you intend to study on a student visa (F-1), you will also be sent the form I-20 needed to 
secure your visa. 
**Please note: all documents submitted for admission consideration become University property and will not be 
returned, regardless of the admission decision. 

APPLICATION DEADLINES TUITION AND FEES FOR ONE SEMESTER 

FALL SEMESTER Apply before June 1 
SPRING SEMESTER Apply before October 1 
SUMMER SEMESTER Apply before March 1 

The deadlines are flexible for students already in the U.S.
