The national organization suspended the membership of current chapter members for the next
two years and this action will be recognized and upheld by the respective academic institutions
where the students are located, including Capital.

Prior to the resumption of recruitment, chapter operations, and other organizational activities on
campus, Capital and the other city-wide affiliated institutions will host a joint meeting with the
national organization to re-establish recruitment and activity guidelines, as well as expectations
surrounding anti-hazing education.
